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I. Who are we?
My name is David Benoit. I am the founder of R.A.C.E International. www.raceinternational.org  This ministry is part of Glory Ministries. www.gloryministries.com . Glory Ministries is a 501C3 non profit religious organization that was established in 1984.

Glory Ministries stands for God Led Old-fashion Revival for Youth

This ministry has been reaching and helping young people for almost 30 years.

I am a published author. I have written four books.

I have had my own daily three hour family talk show on KPBC radio in Dallas, Texas.

I have been seen and heard on national Christian radio and Christian television programs.

I have been interviewed by the national media concerning my work with youth problems.

I am an honorary deputy sheriff in two different states because of my contributions of helping kids. 

I have held revivals in churches throughout America.

I have spoken in many foreign countries.

I have seen thousands come to Christ in crusades.

I am a minister of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

I, probably better than most, understand about the importance of getting help. I am a product of a broken home. My father was an alcoholic and my mother divorced my father when I was 13. I have two brothers. One is two years older than I am and the other is four years older than I am. Both of them have been imprisoned three times. I have an uncle that was in prison three times.

I was arrested at 15 years old for possession of LSD. I spent seven months in a Louisiana Correctional Facility in Baton Rouge, LA. I could have gotten out in five months but the court would not release me to my father because he was unfit. And my mother was in a mental hospital for a nervous breakdown. 

I understand first hand how it feels to experience hopelessness.  My father finally got remarried and the court released me under his custody. I lived in a rat infested house. I stole food from neighbors and a local 7 Eleven store to eat.

I became a Christian when I was seventeen and Dr. George Arnold took me into his family. I went to night school and in nine months I jumped from six grade level work to college level work.

Dr. George Arnold called Dr. Jerry Falwell and told him about my situation and Dr. Falwell told him to send me to Lynchburg and he would educate me.

Dr. Arnold took me out of the slum. He gave me a chance for a new life. Dr. Falwell gave me a chance to get an education. These two men changed the course of my life from crime to a productive Christian life. I count it an honor that God is allowing me to help kids change their lives too.

II. Why did I begin R.A.C.E International?
I returned back to Lynchburg, Virginia seven years ago. I became the chaplain for the Liberty University men’s basketball team. Four years ago I went to Lithuania to see a basketball camp. A boy came up to me and asked me to pray for him.

His request was in English. He said, “Would you pray that I can come to America to play basketball?” He went on to say that he prayed every night before he went to bed that he could come to an American school and play basketball.

That one statement would change the course of my ministry. I resigned as the chaplain of the basketball team so that people would not question my motives for helping kids, and started R.A.C.E International.

R.A.C.E International is not a recruiting service.  It is a mandate from God. “Go ye into all the world and preach the Gospel.”

The voices still call me. This is a letter I received from a boy I met in Nigeria last summer.

The future has been written by God. There is fate but what we make for ourselves. i should  feel safe but i don't so i live off the grid. no money, on one to help me in my basketball career and nothing can stop  me. i've erased all connections to my past but as hard as i try i keep promising my self that i most make it...i can't erase my night mares and my dreams of playing basketball. i feel the weight of the future bearing down on me. a future i don't want so i keep running as fast as i can away from it to no where. please i need you to help me make this dreams come true . may God almighty continue to bless you.

     As we enter a new month, God will bath you with mercy, towel you with love, cloth you with grace, adore you with favour, perfume you with success and crown you with honour.
 from Christian.

To some this letter would have little impact on them, but to me it brings back haunting memories of my early life as a boy. I can understand his plea because I cried that same prayer of help to God.

I realize that even now some have questioned my motives about helping kids.

They may ask why athletes? The answer to that is simple. High schools scholarship athletes.

If I could find schools that would scholarship tuba players I would start seeking help for them too.

III. Why should you be a part of R.A.C.E International?

1. First of all I am not trying to fly under the radar. 

R.A.C.E International has a website on the internet that welcomes all that want to be a part of helping kids.

We are already getting calls from other universities that want to know more about what we are doing.

We welcome coaches’ calls. I can’t wait until we have international kids in universities across America.

I would love to have hundreds of Christian high schools that want to partner in helping these kids. 
2. Look at what R.A.C.E International has already done in only three short years.
Last year, three boys that we brought in from Lithuania and placed in a San Diego Christian school, graduated.

 

One of these young men is at John Brown University. One is in a Junior College, and one has just been accepted into a law school in Lithuania.

 

RACE has a 100% graduation rate. It is not just about sports. I do not take athletes who are only motivated by sports. We are looking for kids that want to use sports to get an education, not those who go to school to play sports. 
 

We have two boys, Viktor Jankov and Gorgi Branov, from Macedonia at LCA that have made the National Honor Society.

 

David Dulkys was the first young person R.A.C.E. International brought to America. He has just signed with Florida State.

3. Is this really about ministry?

We have three Jamaican boys in a Christian school in Richmond that have received Christ as personal savoir. Two of them have recently been baptized.
Colin Power is from Jamaica He came to us in 2006. During football season last year he rededicated his life to Christ. Colin told me. "The greatest thing that ever happened to me was that I came to LCA." He told me he would probably be in jail or prison because of the kids he was hanging out with. He will graduate in May.
 

Christina Mitchell is from Jamaica she received Christ last year as well. Her mother left her and her little sister in Jamaica and moved to England. Her father died last year - she found out three weeks later. She just signed with Liberty University in Track and Field.
  

Hanka Musa from Macedonia received Christ in November of last year. She has a Muslim background.

 

Riste Stojanovski from Macedonia is in a school in Kentucky. Last year he received Christ as Savior, and was baptized three weeks ago. 

Dominic Baker from England is in a school in Kentucky and has received Christ. He will graduate in May.
David Dulkys. I led him to Christ in front of a Christian bookstore in Lynchburg. David just signed with Florida State in Basketball.
It is not mandatory that the young person be a Christian to be a part of R.A.C.E International.

They are all required to attend Church and live in a Christian home.

R.A.C.E International has turned down very talented athletes because they would not go to church. This is not an option.
